In addition to Ms. Elliott, Rosalind 
Kimmelman spoke about her personal ex-
periences with the Home�s rehab program 

from the perspective of  
client. Ms. Kimmelman  
told the group that after  
her � week stay following 
her surgery, she was able 
to go back home. Barbara 
Mansberg spoke from the 
perspective of a family 
member. Mrs. Mansberg�s 
mother was a rehab resident 
at the Home for four and a 
half weeks after an illness. 
She is now back at home 
with her daughter and doing 
all the things she was able  
to do prior to her illness. 
Both ladies were very 
pleased with the care the 
Home provided as well as 
the therapy services.

A tour of the Home�s new rehabilitation 
facilities was held immediately following 
the meeting.

But its rich  
history and the story of how it has evolved from the original Jewish Neighborhood House  

for which it was named, is very interesting and one not many people know about.
In ��	�, the Memphis Jewish community established the 

Jewish Neighborhood House to help newly immigrated 
Jews adjust to living in the United States. English classes 
as well as instruction in health, hygiene, art, music, dance, 
and even woodworking were o�ered.

�e House was located on the west side of Market 
Square in what was known as the Pinch district, an area 
that had traditionally been the home for many immigrant 
groups over the years, not just Jewish immigrants. But as 
the Jewish people moved further east in later years, the 
House changed its focus to provide more social services for 
the non-Jewish people who lived in the area. In an article

But eventually the Jewish Neighborhood House closed 
and the remaining assets were placed in a scholarship fund 
for children of Jewish immigrants. �e Jewish Neighbor-
hood House Endowment 
Fund was placed at the 
Community Foundation of 
Greater Memphis in ����, 
ninety years after the origi-
nal Jewish Neighborhood 
House �rst opened its doors.

�e Fund like the House 
has continued to evolve with 
the needs of the community 
as well. In 
		�, the advi-
sors for the Fund decided 
to broaden their purpose 
to include the elderly. �e 
purpose of the fund to-
day is �to support projects 
that meet the needs of the 
Memphis Jewish commu-
nity and surrounding areas 
particularly children, elderly, 
disabled, and disadvantaged 
members.�

�e seven advisors of the Fund are charged with grant-
ing funds to organizations that ful�ll that purpose. ��e 
board of the Jewish Neighborhood House is proud to be 
able to provide funding in the way of a grant for the Mem-
phis Jewish Home and Rehabilitation Center,� said Jan 
Kiersky, an advisor for the Fund. ��e Jewish community 
of Memphis and the surrounding area is extremely lucky to 
have the Home.� Memphis Jewish Home and Rehabilita-
tion Center has been fortunate to receive their support for 
speci�c programs like cultural arts outings for residents, 
and most recently for a major sponsorship of the Home�s 
annual golf tournament, which provides specialized equip-
ment and programs for residents.
