In addition, the 
reliability of those payments being 
accurately accounted for is ques-
tionable because of the di�cult 
time the State has with its budget. 
It also appears that the State might 

duplicate other States� programs 
where funds are shifted. All of this 

places our Home in a state of �ux. If 
these new programs are enacted, the opera-

tions of the Home will require a new direc-
tion for it to sustain itself.

It will be our job to see the Home through 
these foreseeable changes. I am con�dent the 
Board along with the professionals that work 
at the Memphis Jewish Home will overcome 
any obstacle that hinders us from continuing 
to be recognized as the premier nursing home 
in our region.
