Life insurance is also a very common ve-
hicle to utilize when establishing a planned 
gift. You may purchase a new policy or do-
nate an existing policy that you no longer 
need. In many instances, for a relatively 
minimal premium payment you can make 

a much larger gift in support of the Home 
than you thought possible.

We will be working closely with the 
Jewish Foundation of Memphis to reach 
out to the community to discuss how 
simple it can be to leave a meaningful 
legacy through one�s estate. �e Jewish 
Foundation of Memphis is equipped to 
serve as a key resource, advisor and guide 
throughout the process.
